Learning Disabled High School Scholarship Application 
The Edmond Women’s Club is offering collegiate scholarships to qualifying young men and young women who are graduating high school seniors, have a verified Individualized Education Plan, and who demonstrate a clear financial need in pursuing higher education.
Scholarship may be used at the two or four-year college or university of their choice.  Monies will be administered through the Bursar’s/Finance Office of the applicant’s choice and must be used only for payment of tuition, books, fees, and educational supplies.  Funds may be used during any semester. Any funds not used during his/her academic pursuit or upon time of graduation must be returned to Edmond Women’s Club.
REQUIREMENTS FOR ELIGIBILITY:

Candidates must be graduating seniors who are United States citizens, and be a resident of the city of Edmond as defined by street address, live within the Edmond city boundaries, or live within the Edmond School district; or have a significant interest in the Edmond Community. Candidates must demonstrate a clear financial need in pursuing higher education at a two or four-year college or university.
Children of Edmond Women’s Club provisional, active, or preferred active members are not eligible for this scholarship.

Application Instructions

The application package must include each of the following:

· Completed application form (typed or printed in black ink)

· Personal recommendation

· Teacher recommendation

· Letter from counselor or teacher of record verifying your Individualized Education 
Plan on school letterhead

· A one-page essay describing why EWC should choose you as a scholarship recipient

· A certified copy of high school transcript through first semester of your senior year

Incomplete or late applications will not be considered. Applications are confidential and become the property of the Edmond Women’s Club.
